Continuing Education
The Guardian ad Litem program requires a minimum of 6 hours of continuing education training each year for guardians to maintain certification.  This continuing education training may be earned in several ways: 
1) by reading articles posted on the web site, www.guardianadlitembigbend.org; 
2) by attending Lunch and Learn sessions; 
3) by teaching a class for certification of new guardians; or 
4) other activities approved in advance by the Director.  
To keep track of your hours of continuing education training, one copy of this form should be filled out, signed, and returned to the office each calendar year.  Please note, the completion date of each item is required.  For any calendar year’s certification, the continuing education training is to be completed no earlier than July 1 of the previous calendar year and no later than June 30 of the calendar year being certified.  To include Lunch and Learn sessions or other activities, fill in the topic in the blank space.  Guardians are encouraged to attend the Lunch and Learn sessions, even if they will not apply to continuing education training, just to meet other guardians and learn more about the dependency process.
