CODE OF CONDUCT
The guardian ad litem must maintain high standards of conduct in carrying out the guardian's duties and obligations.  The guardian ad litem must:

1.
diligently represent and be guided solely by the best interests of the child;

2.
resist influences and pressures that interfere with impartial judgment;

3.
report honestly and impartially to the court on what is in the best interest of the child;

4.
respect the privacy of the child and the family and hold confidential all information obtained in the course of service as a guardian ad litem, as required by law and these standards;

5.
avoid conflicts of interest;

6.
request that the program terminate service to the child when it is no longer required or no longer serves the child's needs or best interests;

7.
decline appointment, withdraw, or request assistance when the guardian ad litem recognizes that he or she may not have the time or ability to devote to the case;

8.
not practice, condone, facilitate, or participate in any form of discrimination on the basis of race, color, sex, sexual orientation, age, religion, national origin, marital status, political belief, mental or physical handicap, or any other preference or personal characteristic, condition, or status;

9.
not accept a fee for services as a guardian ad litem appointed through the State of Florida Guardian Ad Litem Program; and

10.
comply with local circuit program policies; and

11.
commit one year to the program, unless discharged prior.

12.
not drive any children and/or family members involved in the GAL Program and that you are prohibited from transporting Guardian Ad Litem (GAL) children and/or family members pursuant to the Administrative Order #97-02-8.
